The Alliance is a network of over 113 community-governed, comprehensive primary health care organizations across Ontario, that includes Community Health Centres, Nurse Practitioner-Led Clinics, Indigenous Primary Health Care Organizations, and community Family Health Teams. These organizations share a commitment to advancing health equity through the delivery of comprehensive primary health care. They serve populations systemically marginalized and underserved by other parts of the health system; those who face the greatest barriers to health and the poorest health outcomes. These organizations are team-based, and typically deliver a range of clinical, allied health, health promotion, and social and community support services.

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To start us off, what is social prescribing and what does health equity look like at the Alliance?

Social prescribing uses the familiar process of a provider writing a prescription to connect people to community-based programs and services that are non-clinical, which support their health and wellbeing. A social prescription can be a referral to a program that supports food security, transportation, income security or digital equity. It can be the arts, nature, culture, physical activity or opportunities for social connection.

The heart of social prescribing is, instead of asking “What is the matter with you?”, what if we asked, “What matters to you?”

The health equity-focused work of Alliance members is grounded in the principles of our Model Of Health and Wellbeing, and our Indigenous Primary Health Care Organizations use the wholistic Model of Health & Wellbeing; 

Putting that all together, our social prescribing model at the Alliance is rooted in health equity with a focus on enhancing collaboration between primary care teams, health promotion, and community development, to promote integrated and coordinated care delivery.

This holistic approach to bridging the gap between clinical and non-clinical services, allows Alliance members to address clients’ diverse needs in a comprehensive, client-centred way. 
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These are Canada’s determinants of health.

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When we look at the social determinants of health, the conditions in which we are born, grow, work, and age in, 50% of what determines our wellbeing includes social exclusion, community belonging, food security, racism, and more.

The aim of health equity-focused social prescribing is to address many of these factors by providing social and community supports, in addition to building trust with clients who might not have regular access to primary care either.
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For the Alliance, our Social Prescribing journey began in 2018 with Rx:Community, a social prescribing pilot project- The pilot was implemented in 11 different Community Health Centres across Ontario - a mix of urban, rural, francophone and northern communities. Because of the diversity of these communities, we learned that social prescribing can look differently when adapted to the local resources and needs in each region.

In 2021, we began Links2Wellbeing - 
This project is a partnership with the Older Adults Centres’ Association of Ontario. It was designed to help connect socially isolated older adults with Seniors Active Living Centres (SALCs), as well as other community organizations. We currently have over 90 seniors centres and 200 health care providers on board (including 31 Community Health Centres).

In 2022, we started the Black Focused Social Prescribing project -
This project is the first social prescribing initiative to develop and implement a social prescribing model that is grounded in Black and Afro-centric values and principles, with a focus on supporting family and children. We have made Social Prescribing culturally safe to improve health outcomes for Black people in Ontario. We are currently working with 4 sites and hoping to spread and scale this work to additional sites soon.

In 2023, our Social Prescribing for Better Mental Health project was funded by PHAC. We worked with 28 Community Health Centres to support clients whose mental health had been affected by the COVID-19 pandemic.
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In the Social Prescribing for Better Mental Health project, we created 5 key objectives that shaped our focus.

Our first objective: (1) To train service providers to implement social prescribing with a health equity lens. We did so by engaging providers in monthly focused coaching meetings and learning events, for a grand total of 284 providers engaged.

Our second objective: (2) To identify individuals at risk of poor mental health. We updated our Electronic Medical Record screening tools to include two clinical assessment tools that scored loneliness and wellbeing over time; 

Our third objective: (3) To navigate individuals to most appropriate services. We worked alongside 211 Community Connection to deliver a closed-loop referral pathway. Participating centres also made client referrals to internal and external programs, which were documented in their EMR; 

#(4) co-design and #(5) engage, evaluate and share impacts and lessons learned, kind of speak for themselves. To keep things brief I will move on, but you are welcome to ask questions later.
